	OOH If you are starting in General Practice remember to book your OOH sessions. 
Locum work The EU working time directive has reduced the hours that trainees are employed for and it has made it more difficult for departments to staff rotas.  If you are asked to provide locum cover and choose to do this you must seek the permission of your clinical supervisor and you must ensure that you are not in breach of EU working time directives. It is essential that your GP training takes priority and locums should only be undertake if doing so does not impact negatively on your  training.
